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1. Installation and Configuration

1.1 Hardware and Software Requirements

1.1.1 Required Hardware

· Recommend a PC with at least 512MB RAM and processor speed in excess of  1.3Ghz 

· Network adapter(s) to connect to the network on which the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne server resides and to connect to any DC Bridge clients (i.e. Data Collection computers).

1.1.2 Required Software

1.1.2.1 Adapter PC

· Windows 2000 Workstation or Server with Service Pack 2 is recommended

· Windows NT Workstation or Server V4.0 with Service Pack 6a is also supported

· DC Bridge for JD Edwards EnterpriseOne  

· JD Edwards EnterpriseOne Client software Version 73.3.1 or later

· IBM MQ Series Version 5.1 or later if MQ Series is used to communicate with and Adapter PC

1.1.2.2 JD Edwards EnterpriseOne Server System

· JD Edwards EnterpriseOne Server software Version 73.3.1 or later

Adapter installation

In order to install IBM XML Bridge for JD Edwards EnterpriseOne, take the following steps:


1 Install the Windows NT Operating system and all other pre-requisite products first.  Refer to documentation supplied with those products for correct installation and configuration procedures.

2 Insert the IBM XML Bridge for JD Edwards EnterpriseOne CD into the CD drive and it should auto-start.  If it does not, go into “My Computer”, choose the CD Drive and double click on it, find the “Setup” icon or executable file and double click on it to start the install process.

3 Select XML Bridge from the list of products to install (you can select to install the other products also, but these instructions only cover XML Bridge)

4 If prompted, enter the name of the directory to install XML Bridge to

5 There are two configuration questions which must be answered

A) Communication type

a) MQ Series

(1) If you choose MQSeries, then you must purchase, install, and configure MQSeries before attempting to run the product.  For information on configuration of MQSeries, see Section 1.4
b) Default

B) Location of XML Bridge (only asked if 'Communication type' is 'Default')

a) Remote

(1) The TCP/IP Manager must be running before communication can happen between the Data Collection server and the Adapter server.

b) Local

Adapter configuration


The choice of how the adapter communicates with Transaction Connection and where it resides will have a significant impact on the performance of the overall Data Collection solution.  The decision about where to run the adapter depends largely on the customer's environment.  The most important factors are network bandwidth and latency.  The JD Edwards EnterpriseOne API calls that the Adapter uses tend to require a large amount of communication with the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne server.  While the volume of data communicated is generally not large, the number data requests and replies is large; thus, the Adapter is ill-suited to a high latency environment like a WAN regardless of the available bandwidth.  The Adapter should run on a machine on the same LAN as the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers.  That machine can be the Data Collection server or a separate server depending on the customer's environment.

1.1.3 Adapter location options

1 The adapter runs on the Data Collection server

A) This a good choice if the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers are on the same LAN as the Data Collection server

B) Communication overhead between Transaction Connect and the Adapter is minimal

C) A second computer is not required

2 The adapter runs on a separate machine in a different location from the Data Collection server

A) If the Data Collection server is located remotely from the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers, this is a good choice.

B) This is also convenient if multiple Data Collection servers need to update JD Edwards EnterpriseOne because all of the communication with JD Edwards EnterpriseOne can be funneled through a single instance of the Adapter.

C) Because the Adapter is remotely located, network connectivity can be an issue.  But since the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers are located remotely anyway, there is little additional concern added by having the Adapter remote.

D) Some communication product must be used to transfer the messages between Transaction Connection and the Adapter.  Currently there is support for MQSeries and a custom developed messaging system.  The decision about which messaging system to use should have no impact on the performance of the system.

E) An additional machine must be purchased and maintained.  Access to that machine must be available remotely especially during testing, as the Adapter may need to be brought down and updated during testing.

1.1.4 JD Edwards EnterpriseOne API location options

Another consideration for the Adapter configuration is where the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne business functions run.  They can either run on the same machine as the adapter or on the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers.  Configuring the location of the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne business functions is a task generally done by a JD Edwards EnterpriseOne Configurable Network Computing (CNC) consultant.  Moving the business functions should not be done without consulting the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne administrators.

1 On the Adapter machine

A) This is the most common solution as it offloads some of the computing from the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers and is the easiest to configure

B) The APIs will generate a large amount of communication between the Adapter machine and the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers, so if the Adapter is connected to the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers over a WAN, this is a very bad choice.

2 On the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers

A) This option is good if the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne servers have significant extra capacity

B) Performance will be affected more by the load on the server

1.1.5 Adapter Command-line Configuration

Configuring the adapter for communication with another program is accomplished by providing command-line parameters at startup.  The only reason this is necessary is if the default queue names are not used or if automatic Adapter restart is required.  The Adapter Startup icon in the product folder is set up to use the default settings.  Additional instances of the adapter can be run on the same machine providing the startup parameters are different.  However, there is generally no advantage to executing multiple copies of the adapter on the same machine.  The form of the command line is

Adapter <Message queue> <Confirmation queue> <Transaction buffer file> Comm=<MQ|INTERNAL> Restart=N ThreadDeath=M MaxException=O MaxThreads=P NoBuffer UseXML=<Y|N> UseODBC=<Y|N>

	Message queue
	Name of the queue on which messages are read.  The name is a case-sensitive alphanumeric string.  If Comm is INTERNAL, then the maximum length is 10 characters.  If Comm is MQ, the maximum length is 32 character.  This parameter matches the one used in TC to configure the message queue:

	Name of the queue to receive confirmation messages on.  This is part of the handshake with Transaction Connection to ensure that TC correctly receives response messages.  It must match the one used to configure the confirmation queue in TC:

	The file used to buffer message responses before they are acknowledged by TC and released by the Adapter. 	Comm
	Communication mode for the Adapter.  Controls whether it reads messages from an INTERNAL queue or from MQSeries.  This parameter should match the one setup for TC:

XML_Configure ("CommunicationMode = MQ")

	Restart
	Time in minutes before the Adapter should re-start itself.  Restarting the Adapter solves a number of problems related to the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne API calls.  This parameter should be set to be larger than the longest transaction time.  Typically, 360 is a good value unless there is a special need for a faster restart.

The default Restart time of 0 indicates that the Adapter will not restart itself.

	ThreadDeath
	Time in minutes to wait after a restart is initiated for all threads to complete processing.  This parameter ensures that the Adapter will successfully shut itself down even if some of the threads do not respond to the shutdown request.  ThreadDeath must be larger than the longest transaction time or legitimate transactions may be interrupted.  Thus, if one of the downloads requires 5 minutes to complete, ThreadDeath should be set to 6 minutes or more to guarantee that the download will be allowed to complete before the thread is terminated.

Setting ThreadDeath to 0 causes threads to run to completion (they are never terminated.)

	MaxException
	Maximum number of exceptions before adapter auto-initiates a restart.
	1

	KillOldThreads
	Time in minutes to wait before terminating threads that are not responding.  If this parameter is provided without a value, the value of ThreadDeath will be used.  The use of this parameter allows threads which have 'hung' to be terminated before the Restart time would normally terminate those threads.  A value of 0 will cause threads to not be terminated until the Adapter is restart.

	MaxThreads
	Maximum number of worker threads that should be started in the Adapter process.  Each worker thread can handle a single incoming request and must wait for that request to finish processing in JD Edwards EnterpriseOne before it can handle another request.  Set this parameter to '1' to single thread all requests through the Adapter.  Set it equal to the number of logons to keep from receiving an 'All logons in use' message.  A value of 0 allows the Adapter to spawn as many threads as it needs.  Note that having more threads than logons wastes system resources since the Adapter requires a logon to process a request in JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.

	NoBuffer
	Include this parameter to disable BOD buffering in the Adapter.  This will allow the Adapter to process the same request twice (even simultaneously), so it should be used with care.  Only use this setting when each input message is guaranteed to appear only once.  In an application integration scenario, it may be useful to specify 'NoBuffer' and 'MaxThreads=1' to cause the Adapter to process requests one at a time and not 'remember' responses to previous messages.
	

	UseXML
	Use XML interoperability to communicate with the EnterpriseOne server.  This parameter is required for 8.11 and later because the FAT client is no longer supported.  It can be used in 8.9 or later.  There is typically a performance hit associated with using this parameter.  XML interoperability imposes a messaging overhead due to network latency.  However, because the business function calls run on the Enterprise Server, complex processes can run faster, so typically transactions that were very fast run slower, but transactions that were slow run faster.

	Use an ODBC connection to the EnterpriseOne database instead of the FAT client JDB interface.  
	

	UseF98611
	Set to “Y” if data paths on a JDE database hosted on an IBM iSeries simply reflect the library name.

	SessionAgeLimit
	How many minutes the adapter will use a JDE session ID assigned by the JDE app server before the adapter will resign from by session (by submitting an empty session ID in the next communication to JDE). This can allow JDE kernel processes to exit as  the adapter stops  utilizing it.   A setting of 0 indictes the adapter will use the session with no age limit.

The example above configures the adapter to use its default settings.

A more typical example is

Adapter  Restart=360  ThreadDeath=25

or

Adapter  Comm=MQ  Restart=360  ThreadDeath=25

Both examples have the Adapter restarting every 6 hours and waiting 25 minutes before unresponsive threads are terminated.  The second example uses MQSeries to read messages instead of the default INTERNAL mechanism.

1.1.6 Adapter pop-up window handling

Because pop-up windows are occasionally displayed by the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne API calls used by the Adapter, the Adapter is designed to process those windows whenever they appear on the screen.  If the window has a single button, the Adapter will 'press' the button and continue operation.  This takes care of informational pop-up windows such as the ones displayed by JD Edwards EnterpriseOne when a business function cannot be run on the server but can be run on the local machine.  If the pop-up window has multiple buttons, the Adapter sends the window a 'close' message and initiates a restart sequence.  Multiple button pop-ups typically occur when the client is unable to connect to the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne database or Enterprise server (this is common when the system is taken offline for backups.)  Because of this restart behavior, it is possible for the Adapter to restart even when the Restart parameter is not specified (see above).  Care should be taken to provide the ThreadDeath parameter to the Adapter even when scheduled restarts are not desired so that the Adapter can successfully restart itself in a deadlock situation.

Because a pop-up window often indicates a problem connecting to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne, the Adapter looks for specific text on the window to determine if a serious problem has occurred.  If any of the following strings are found, the Adapter automatically restarts itself:

The handling of pop-up windows may be customized by use of an optional UNEXPECTEDWINDOWS.INI file.  This file can be in the working directory of the adapter, or in the root of the C drive.  The format is:

The window title text is compared to the strings included in each ‘action’ code:

· WAIT_THEN_CLOSE allows waiting some number of seconds (specified after the comma) before closing the window (assuming it has not gone away on its own). 

· DO_NOT_CLOSE allows leaving  the window open, with no attempt to close it
· RESTART allows specifying that the adapter should restart after it has closed the pop-up window.
1.2 MQSeries Configuration

This section is only relevant to those customers using MQSeries to communicate between the Adapter and Transaction Connection.

Configuration of MQSeries occurs on every Data Collection server and on the Adapter machine.  (The Data Collection server MQSeries configuration is found in the manual IBM Data Collection Transaction Library for JD Edwards EnterpriseOne Installation and Users’ Reference.)
Adapter machine:

1 Create a default queue manager

A) The Adapter can only use queues on the default queue manager

2 Define 'OneWorld01' and 'OneWorld02' as local queues

A) Other names are possible, but they will require command line parameters to the Adapter at startup to direct it to different queues

3 Define a transmission queue for each Data Collection machine

A) Make sure to name the transmission queues so it is easy to tell which queue connects to which Data Collection machine.

4 Define a receiver channel that uses TCP/IP

5 Define a sender channel for each Data Collection server using TCP/IP and connecting using the transmission queue defined for that computer.

A) Also make sure the sender channel names easily identify the Data Collection server they connect to.

All of the queues can be non-persistent because the protocol already in place for communication between TC and the Adapter has built-in retry logic.  Persistent queues may cause a problem in some cases if communication is lost between the machines for a significant amount of time as a 'flood' of requests may hit the Adapter all at the same time.


Once the configuration is done, start the send channel for each node, and verify that all of the channels are in the 'Running' state.  Be sure to hit the 'Refresh' button, as the status does not always update quickly on the receiver channels.  If communication cannot be established between some of the machines, make sure the network connection between the systems is functioning by 'pinging' from one to the other.  Then verify that all of the connection information is correct in the channel definitions.


When all of the channels are connected (or at least the relevant ones for testing purposes), send a test transaction to the Adapter.  If the transaction does not arrive in the Adapter, make certain that the configuration information is correct on the source computer and on the Adapter command line.  The MQSeries Explorer can be used to see where a message is currently residing if it was not read by an application.

1.3 TCPIP Manager Configuration

The TCPIP Manager is used to communicate between the Adapter clients (i.e. Data Collection Servers) and the Adapter server when using Internal communication.  It is responsible for managing communication between computers.  The only configuration option is the port where the TCPIP Manager listens for incoming connection requests.  By default, it uses port 2059.  If there is a conflict on that port, it can be configured by adding an entry to the services file (that file is generally found as WinNT\System32\Drivers\Etc\Services).  Add a TCP/IP entry for service 'tcpipqueue' to change the port.  The entry will have this form:

tcpipqueue            2059/tcp

This configuration is required on all machines that are intercommunicating because the TCPIP Manager uses the same port to receive connections as to connect to remote systems.  Thus if the port is changed on one machine, it must be changed on all of the machines.

1.4 ODBC Database Connections

For EnterpriseOne version 8.11 and forward, the Adapter connects to the EnterpriseOne using locally-configured ODBC data sources.  There are usually several different data sources for system data, central objects, control tables, data dictionary, object librarian, and business data.  

The steps involved in configuring database connection for the adapter are:

1. Obtain a list of data source names used by JDE and their associated database name, owner/schema name, user ID, password and database server type (i.e. SQLServer, DB2, Oracle).  See discussion of Data Source Master F98611 below for information on obtaining this data. 

2. Ensure that the adapter server has the needed ODBC data source drivers installed

3. Create Windows “Data Sources (ODBC)” on the adapter server using exactly the data source names used by JDE. 

4. Use the IBM ERPBridge logons web page to configure the data sources so they may be communicated to the adapter processes via the logon BOD.

The ‘System’ data source contains the Object Configuration Master F986101 table that provides the information needed to determine the data source in which all other tables reside.  Thus, the adapter requires that the data source for the ‘System’ tables be identified as such in the logon XML message.

The Data Source Master F98611 table contains most of the data needed to build your ODBC data sources and configure the IBM Data Collection server so it can in turn configure the adapter’s connections.  F98611 contains:

· OMDATP Data path – These are the data source names that need to be created.   Names may be, for example, “Business Data – PROD”, “System – 812”, etc.)

· OMOOWN Object owner – These are the associated owner/schema names for the tables in each data source

· OMDATB2 Database name – The actual database name to which the data source should point

3. Business Object Definitions (BODs)

Business objects are used for communication between the TC script and the Adapter that interfaces to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.  This section shows the data formats of the various business objects used.  The information about the content and format of the BOD sections is important in the creation and interpretation of BODs by the TC script coder. 

3.1 Notes about BODs

3.1.1 Setting a field to blank vs. not providing the field

The difference between providing a field but leaving it blank, and not providing a field can impact the behavior of a transaction.  If a field is set to the empty string, then there will be no value passed to the API call.  In reality, the fields in the API calls are all initialized to the empty string, so the value will be set a second time to the empty string, but that will have no net effect.  If the field is not provided in the BOD, then the adapter may attempt to fill-in a value for that field through a database lookup or some other inquiry.  Thus, providing a field and leaving it blank can change the behavior of a transaction.

3.1.2 Item number handling

Just like the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne graphical user interface, the Adapter can accept item numbers in a variety of formats.  And, the Adapter always outputs item numbers in a format that it can directly accept.  Thus using an item number retrieved from a previous call will always succeed.  Here is a brief overview of the various forms item numbers can take in JD Edwards EnterpriseOne:

Short item number: Identified as ITM in the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne tables.  This is a numeric field assigned by JD Edwards EnterpriseOne using the next-numbering system when an item is created (the short item numbers are sequential, but they also include a check digit at the end.)

Second item number: Identified as LITM in the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne tables.  This field is a 25 character alphanumeric value provided by the user when an item is entered.

Third item number: Identified as AITM in the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne tables.  A 25 character alphanumeric field provided by the user when an item is entered.  This field defaults to the value of the second item number if it is not set to another value.

For each branch plant, JD Edwards EnterpriseOne defines a set of symbol identifiers to distinguish the item numbers from one another.  By default, the short item number should be prefixed with a '/' if the user wishes to use the short item number to identify an item.  Similarly, the third item number should be prefixed with a '*'.  The second item number does not have a symbol identifier by default, so it is known as the primary item number under normal circumstances.  It is possible to change the symbol identifiers for a branch, and whichever item number does not require a prefix character is known as the primary item number for that branch.

The Adapter always returns the primary item number whenever it returns an item number to the user.  Thus, the prefix character is never transmitted.

The Adapter will accept item numbers in any format, but like the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne user interface, a prefix character must be provided if the number being passed is not the primary item number format for the relevant branch.

As an example, if an item was setup as follows: ITM = 60038, LITM = 220, and AITM = 220A with a branch setup with the default symbol identifiers (short item = '/', third item = '*', and second item as the primary), then '/60038', '220', and '*220A' would all reference the same item.

The REFERENCEID should be a unique identifier for the BOD that remains the same no matter whether the transaction comes from a Now or Later script.  It is used to determine if the adapter has processed a particular BOD previously.  If the BOD was received and processed previously, then the response generated by that previous processing will be returned immediately to the client rather than re-processing the data.  This ensures that each BOD is sent to the host system only once and guarantees data integrity in the host.


The AUTHID field is used to access the logons established by the Logon BOD.  It should correspond to the CLIENT field in the Logon BOD.


The term optional is a bit misleading in this usage.  The fields must exist in the CNTROLAREA element, but the values are not used, so any value (including an empty value) may be set in the elements.

For INQUIRY requests, a response BOD is generated with the requested data.  Each row of the database is provided in a different repeating element of the response BOD.  The name of that repeating element is specified in the SECTION element of the TABLE section of the Get List BOD.  The data in the request is returned in elements which have the same name as the requested columns.  The data is formatted as human readable with dates being returned in the format YYYY-MM-DD.  MATH_NUMERIC fields are returned as strings with the appropriate decimal and sign.

Note

String fields are returned fully padded.  Thus, if a field is 25 characters long but only contains 5 significant characters, the other 20 will be padded with spaces.  Those spaces should probably be trimmed before the data is used.

In addition to the requested data, the output BOD also contains the CNTROLAREA from the Get List input request.  This allows the calling application to correlate a response with a request using just the data in the response.  This is useful in situations where the calling application sends messages asynchronously to the Adapter.

An example using the Task/Trip table F4611 follows.  It assumes that the SECTION element is set to 'TASKTRIP'.  Only the significant data is shown in the response BOD.  As with all BODs, there is a CONTROLAREA, a DATAAREA, and a main level element in addition to the data shown here.

3.6.1 Performance note


Any database inquiry or extract has the potential to adversely affect the performance of the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne database.  If there is no index on the table that can be used, the database manager will scan all of the records in the table.  In some cases, this can result in scanning hundreds of thousands of records just to retrieve one or two matching rows.  Thus, care should be taken when formulating queries.  If there is no way around performing a select on non-indexed fields, then it may be necessary to add an index to those fields.  This is a common activity once JD Edwards EnterpriseOne is in use at a cite and should not be a problem for the local CNC people to implement.
3.6.2 Specification Files

Specification files can be used along with LoadODBC to update an ODBC data-source with information from a JD Edwards EnterpriseOne table.  This is useful for local validation of data so that some errors can be detected quickly, before sending a BOD to the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne adapter.  See the Principles of Operation and Web Pages sections of the Transaction Library reference for a full discussion of local validation and the tables that should be downloaded to operate the product.  However, it is often necessary to customize some of the downloaded tables for additional columns that are required by a particular implementation.  When those fields are not available through Sync_Validation, a Get_List BOD must be used.  A program must be written to read the file output by Get_List and update the local table.  In order to make this process easier; a program to manage those updates is provided with the ERPBridge solution.  That program is called LoadODBC.  The input to LoadODBC is a specification file that contains information about the columns that have been extracted from the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne database table.  The specification file can be edited by the user to override the default information in the file and to add new information as well (such as the names of the target columns, database, and table as well as providing user names and passwords if there is security on the database which needs to be managed.)  All of those settings can also be managed through the command line if there is a concern with leaving database passwords, etc. in a text file.

There are three main sections of a specification file.  When executing a Get_List BOD, the Adapter fills in data in the Input section of the specification file.  The user must fill in the other sections (or the parameters can be passed to LoadODBC through the command line).

The Input section has detailed information about the columns that were extracted from JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.  The only changes necessary in this section are to the target column names.  If the Adapter is executing on a remote computer, the File parameter may also be incorrect and require a change.

Output specifies the local database table into which the input records are to be written by LoadODBC.  Several of these parameters may require adding/updating depending on how the local database and tables are set up.

The Update section provides information about a table that is used to record the most recent update date and time when downloaded tables are updated from JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.  This information facilitates retrieving 'deltas' or 'changed' records since the last update.  In general, downloading the changed records is much faster because the volume of records is significantly smaller than with a 'full' download.  Because the update table indicates when each local table was last updated, it gives a quick overview of how the download tasks are operating.

3.6.2.1 Specification file details

Multiple target columns can be listed for the same source column.

Marking a column as insert causes the value to be used only when a new record is created (i.e. to initialize the column when the record is first created in the table).

Column data is normally trimmed of leading and trailing spaces.  If any spaces are significant, mark the column as ‘righttrim’, ‘lefttrim’, or ‘notrim’ to control whether leading or trailing spaces are removed.  Note that there can be spaces between the ‘,’ and the format request.  Note also that the trim options cannot be used with ‘update date’ or ‘update time’.

3.6.3 LoadODBC

LoadODBC is a general purpose utility for loading data to a local database table from a text file generated using a Get_List BOD.  The input to LoadODBC is a specification file (which will generally be based on a specification file generated by a Get_List BOD).  While the primary function of LoadODBC is to update a local database with information from JD Edwards EnterpriseOne, it has several other features as well.

1) It can delete records already in the table that are not updated (useful for removing old records)

2) The current date and time can be set for each record that is updated

3) A secondary 'Update' table can be populated with date and time stamps from the input text file as well as the current date and time.

4) User definable SQL statements can be executed before and after the local table is updated giving the user complete control over the update process

While LoadODBC uses dynamic SQL to update the local table, the statements are prepared only once, so the update speed should be nearly as fast as static SQL.  But since an easy-to-change specification file drives the entire process, new tables can be added in a matter of minutes rather than the hours it can take to develop a custom program to do the same thing.

3.6.3.1 LoadODBC execution

The basic command line option for LoadODBC is the name of the specification file.  The form of this command line is:

LoadODBC /SpecFile=C:\SpecFile.txt

or

LoadODBC SpecFile=C:\SpecFile.txt

Notice that the parameter name can be provided with or without a leading '/' depending on your preference.  It is also important to note that the file name can have the full path but must not include any spaces.  If the directory where the file exists includes spaces, be sure to use the short name of the path (which limits each directory and file name to the traditional "8.3" DOS format).


For performance reasons, it is generally best to commit the inserts and updates to the database in groups rather than individually.  The command line parameter Commit or OutputCommit or the specification file field Commit in the [Output] section can specify the number of records to process before committing them to the database.  A large commit threshold will keep more of the records locked in the database table, but it improves the performance of the upload.  Thus, tuning this parameter depends on the implementation that is being worked with.


The other most common command line parameter is Mode or OutputMode.  In 'Full update' mode (Mode=F), LoadODBC will attempt to delete any records in the target table which are not touched by the update process.  This allows the table to be cleaned of records that have been deleted from the source JD Edwards EnterpriseOne table.  In 'Partial update' mode (Mode=P), the records are just moved from the input text file into the target table.  No processing is done to remove unused records.  In general, it is faster to retrieve just the updated records from JD Edwards EnterpriseOne and update the local table in 'Partial update' mode during normal operating times.  A full download can then be done less frequently (once a day or once a week) to ensure that the local table is fully synchronized with the JD Edwards EnterpriseOne table that it should mirror.


Almost all of the fields available in the specification file can be overridden on the command line.  Here is a complete list of all of the command line parameters (each can be prefixed with a '/' at the user's discretion, and they are case insensitive):
OutputCommit, Commit, OutputMode, Mode, OutputDatabase, OutputTable, InputFile, OutputSchema, OutputCatalog, OutputUserID, OutputPassword, InsertBeforeUpdate, UpdateDatabase, UpdateTable, UpdateSchema, UpdateCatalog, UpdateUserID, and UpdatePassword.

All of those fields can be found in the documentation in section 3.12.2.1 with full information on their use.

There is also a /Trace parameter that can be used to have LoadODBC generate detailed output as it does its processing.

There are two stages to the ship confirm update.  Stage one requires retrieving the specified sales order line information either from the specific sales order / pick-slip and line specified or by retrieving all of the lines on the sales order / pick-slip.  Then, the ship confirmation API call is made supplying the information previously read from the database in addition to the fields provided from the BOD.


An additional part of the processing of this BOD is handling split lines.  That is, if a BOD contains multiple SOLINE entries for the same sales order line, then special processing must occur.    One SOLINE must be designated as the parent, and the others are designated children.  The parent line must have a computation run to determine the total amount being confirmed for shipment as well as the variance from the original quantity.  The child line must have its line number re-numbered so that each line is unique.

Upon a successful add or change Sync Item request, the returned BOD is a Show Item which provides information about the Item which was added or changed. SYNC LOGON

3.13.1  Adapters and logons


The purpose of a Sync Logon BOD is to establish connections between the adapter and the host system (in this case, JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.)  Once the Adapter receives a Sync Logon BOD, it establishes a pool of connections between the Adapter and the host system.  Each subsequent call to the Adapter makes use of one of those connections.  Because each BOD does not require logon information and the time to establish that logon, processing is greatly streamlined.


Each client session (TC session in this case) is expected to issue a Sync Logon BOD when started.  The contents of the Sync Logon BODs may all be the same or may contain different information depending on the particular behavior of the adapter that is desired.  A description of the most commonly desired behaviors can be found later in this document.  The adapter is designed to handle logons from multiple clients simultaneously and will not allow the logons to interfere with each other.


The term update is important to understand in this context. Logons are referenced from a selector passed as the CLIENT in the Sync Logon BOD and as the AUTHID in the header of all other BODs.  Updates happen to all logons for a given selector.  If a Logon BOD contains a logon with the same user name as an existing connection, but the password is different, then the existing connection is reset using the new password.  If a new logon is received, it is added to the set of existing logons for the given selector.  Moreover, if a Sync Logon BOD does not contain a reference to an existing connection, then that connection is destroyed.  In all cases, care is taken that connections that are currently in use when the update occurs are not in any way disrupted.  Instead, they are updated or deleted when the connection is no longer in use.  Thus, there are no synchronization issues to be worried about when issuing Logon BODs.


The SYNC_LOGON BOD along with the SYNC_ADAPTER BOD are also used for defining the parameters that define debug and trace logging output.   .INI files can also be used.  All of this is discussed below. 

New enhancement June 2001


Because the logon process is very time consuming and production systems often have many connections to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne, there was an opportunity to increase the performance of the Sync Logon BOD by not immediately connecting all logons to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.  Instead, the adapter attempts to connect logons to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne until one is successful.  Then, it stores the additional user names, passwords, and environments for use later.  Whenever all of the connected logons are in use, the adapter automatically connects an additional logon to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne.  Thus, the overhead of the logon itself is spread over time and should not affect any new BODs.


In addition to the change in the management of logons, the way logons are shared between instances of the adapter has also been changed.  Previously, it was possible to have the same user name, password, and environment actively connected to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne through multiple adapters.  Now, those logons are shared among all instances of the adapter on the same machine.  Thus a logon cannot be connected to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne in one instance of the adapter while it is in use by another instance.  This change improves the stability of the connection to JD Edwards EnterpriseOne because there are problems when a connection (user name, password, and environment) is terminated by one adapter while the same connection is in use by another adapter.

New enhancement May 2013 (Adapter version 3.0.8s, TCPIP Manager 3.0.8g)

As an alternative to using the SYNC_LOGON or SYNC_ADAPTER BODs for specifying the trace and debug parameters listed below (LOGLEVEL, DEBUG, …, DBG_WARN_JDE_XML), these parameters can now be put into  an .INI file that is unique to each adapter session so that parameters can be set differently by session if needed.  For example, if the LOGLEVEL needs to be increased to capture more information for a particular session, that can now be done for just that session without changing it for other sessions and using more diskspace or potentially impacting their performance unnecessarily.

Note that TCPIP Manager can also have its own .INI file for defining its logging parameters.

Here is how to use these files:

· COMMON.INI – Since most parameters will still be the same for all sessions, the adapters and TCPIP Manager will first look for COMMON.INI in the current directory and if found will read and process any of the logging parameters.   It is not an error if the file does not exist.

· Next each adapter / TCPIP Manager instance will look for an .INI file specific to itself, based on the input queue name.  For the adapter this is the first parameter, which defaults to OneWorld01 if not provided (so the .INI file would be called OneWorld01.INI.  For TCPIP Manager the .INI name is always TCPIPQUEUE.INI.  Again, it is not an error if this instance-specific file does not exist.


· If the same parameter is in both COMMON.INI and the instance-specific .INI file, the value in the instance-specific .INI file will take precedence.

· Parameters in these .INI files should be in the form:


parameter = value

such as:


LogLevel = 8

· Any optional parameter this is not found will have the default value specified below.

· Lines starting with double slashes (//) are treated as comments and ignored.  Blank lines are also ignored.

· If the .INI file exists, it is read as soon as the adapter / TCPIP Manager starts and processes its command line parameters - which should be before any logging is attempted - unless some error occurs while processing those command line options.


· When either COMMON.INI or <queuename>.INI is processed, the parameters that are read will be printed to the screen so they can be viewed for validation.


· After the Adapter / TCPIP Manager are started, the R key can be pressed to trigger the Adapter / TCPIP Manager to reread the .INI file. So parameter(s) could be changed in the appropriate .INI file and the R key pressed to affect the logging output for a particular adapter without having to shut down and restart that adapter and without affecting any other process.  Whenever R is pressed, the processed parameters will again be written to the screen.


· The use of the .INI files and R key should replace the tools DebugOn / DebugOff as the way to change the logging settings for a running adapter / TCPIP Manager.  In fact, DebugOn / DebugOff would only affect parameters that were being shared between the adapters - such as the loglevel.  But that no longer works.


· Note that any trace or debug logging parameters that are received by the adapter in SYNC_LOGON or SYNC_ADAPTER BODs will still be acted on even if the parameters had previously been read from an .INI file.  Therefore you will likely want to include the following additional parameter in the .INI file (probably COMMON.INI) that tells the adapter session to ignore any trace or debug logging parameters that come in via the SYNC_LOGON or SYNC_ADAPTER BODs:


IGNORE_BOD_LOG_PARAMETERS = Y

3.13.2  Comments, considerations, and tips:


The CLIENT field can be used to tailor the way BODs are processed in the adapter.  We anticipate three different uses of the field depending on the behavior desired.

1) The CLIENT field identifies the DCConnect server the TC session is running against.

2) The CLIENT field is specific to the DCConnect server and TC session (by concatenating the Server ID with the TC controller ID).

3) The CLIENT field specifies a particular terminal user.

Case 1) represents a shared pool of logons to the host system.  It is not necessary to have as many logons as there are clients because each client will receive the next available logon when it sends a BOD.  Care must be taken that enough logons are provided to cover the number of simultaneous connections to the host (for instance, if there are 4 Now sessions and 3 Later sessions, 4 logons should be sufficient although 2 or 3 would probably work depending on the transaction load.)  Using a pooled approach requires fewer logons to manage in the host system, but it provides poor tracking of which client executed which update because the user ID can change each time a client sends a BOD.

Case 2) gives each TC session its own connection to the host.  This ensures that a connection is always available, but requires more logons than would ever be used at one time.  This facilitates better tracking in the host system of which client performed which action.

Case 3) generally requires the largest number of host-managed logons because one logon must be provided for each end user.  However, it provides the best host-based tracking of who performed each action.  Even though the most logons are required, contention for logons is still possible.  If one client is slowly processing requests and another is processing them quickly (i.e. a Later script executing in parallel with an Inquiry script), they may both process a request from the same user simultaneously.  In practice, such contention is unlikely.
