Installing Common Agent manually on Linux on Power Systems

Download the Common Agent for Linux on Power Systems:

Note: The level of the Common Agent that you install must match the level of the software installed

on the IBM Flex System Manager. For example, the current level of software for the IBM Flex Sys-

tem Manager is version 1.3.1.

1. Go to the IBM PureSystems Update page.

2. Click the tab for the version of Flex System software that you are using (for example, Flex Sys-
tem 1.3.1).

3. Click the link to the IBM Flex System Manager image.

4. Download the Common Agent for Linux on Power Systems (Flex_1 3 1 CAS_Linux_Power)

Follow these steps to install Common Agent manually on Linux on Power System:

1.

Use the following command to unzip and extract the contents of the installation package that you
previously downloaded to a local directory. Then, change to the directory in which the installation
script is located.

gzip -cd SysDir6_3 4 Common_Agent_Linux_Power.tar.gz | tar -xvf -

To install Common Agent, from within the directory in which the installation script is located, type
one of the following commands, and press Enter:

a. To accept the default settings:
./dir6.3.4_commonagent_linux_power
b. To use the response file:

./dir6.3.4_commonagent_linux_power -r /directory/response.rsp

c. Toinstall Common Agent on Sles11.2 on Power System:
./dir6.3.4_commonagent_linux_power -fiy sles10 sles11
